Motorized watercraft traveling above planing speed must stay 539'71 66

at least 100 feet away from docks, rafts, swimmers, and other
watercraft. Personal watercraft must stay 150 feet from boats
if crossing a wake.

An observer (spotter) in boats & jet skis is required when pulling
skiers, tubers, etc. Pick up fallen tubers and skiers immediately.

Skiing, tubing, etc from a boat is prohibited from one hour after
sunset to one hour before sunrise.

Skiing, tubing, etc behind a jet ski is prohibited from one hour
before sunset until 8:00 am.

Operating a jet ski or other personal watercraft is prohibited from
sunset until 8:00 am.
